During the summer term each year, we
deliver our Relationships, Health and Sex
Education Curriculum. This forms part of
the wider Personal, Social, Health and
Economic Education provision. As there is
a small amount of content that
parents/carers have the right to withdraw
their children from, we will hold a parent
meeting before the delivery of these
lessons so that parents can view the
materials and make an informed decision
as to whether to withdraw their child or
not.




Many children will be involved in different types
of intervention group throughout the year.

* English skills — reading, spelling, writing

* Maths skills —arithmetic, reasoning

e Social and emotional groups

These take the form of small groups or one to
ones and are led by both teachers and LSAs.

If these groups are during school time, you may
not be notified in advance (except for social and
emotional groups). You will be notified of any
intervention that takes place before or after
school.
