Homework and spelling support

Dear Parents and Carers, 

We are excited to share a new programme that we have invested in to support the teaching of spelling in all year groups.

Spelling Shed is a scheme designed for pupils to practise their weekly spellings online via the use of the web link https://play.edshed.com/en-gb/ which is free of charge or via the Spelling Shed App (there is a small charge for the app, but you will not need to pay the subscription fee). The programme follows a game-like format which aims to build your child’s confidence in spelling. The game gives four different degrees of support in the form of difficulty modes; Easy, Medium, Hard and Extreme. Higher levels allow a higher score to be achieved, but children can practise as much as they like on lower levels before trying to gain high scores. The scores achieved give a league position and each class has its own league position within a school league and our world league.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Every Monday, your child will be set a spelling assignment linked to the spelling rule and word list they are learning in class that week. In addition, the children will also be able to access National Curriculum year group spelling list each week. As with reading and times table practise, we will be encouraging the children to login and practise their spellings for around fifteen minutes three times a week. 

In class this week, your child will be given their login and password which will be kept in their planner. They will also be shown how to log in and access the different activities available. Please find the attached parent guide for more information on supporting your child to use Spelling Shed.

As a school, we hope this new programme helps to engage children and build their confidence in spelling.

To ensure we are promoting the use of Edshed, we have updated the information around homework requirements for the summer term.
